Welcome to the Banner Learning Center!
In preparation for your student experience, Banner Health requires all students to complete online educational modules prior to the start of your experience.  The purpose of these modules is to provide you with key information about Banner Health’s mission, vision, values, culture and expectations of students.  Our overall goal is to ensure you have a positive student experience in a Banner Health facility. 
Clinical and non-clinical students and on-site instructors participating in a student experience must create a BLC account and complete the mandatory modules prior to their first day at a Banner Health facility. Off-site instructors do not need to create a BLC profile or complete any BLC modules.
Banner Health Employees that are also a student or instructor must create a second separate BLC account denoting you as a student or instructor by following the instructions below. 
To create your Banner Learning Center profile

NOTE:   If you have created a student/instructor Banner Learning Center account in the past and cannot remember your login or password, DO NOT create another profile/account. 1. From any computer that has internet access type in:

2. Click on “Students/Instructors - If you are a Student or Student Instructor and wish to set up an account, Click Here”
3. A New User screen will appear, complete all red areas with an Asterisks * as outlined below
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a. Employment Type:  Select NonEmployee
b. Type in your most frequently used email address, contact phone number, address, city, state and zip code.

c. Division:  Select  Students and Interns Division, Corp  
d. Position: Click on the appropriate student or instructor position. 
e. Hire Date:  Enter the date you are creating this profile.  
f. SS#: You may enter 999-99-9999 if you wish instead of your Social Security #
g. School:  Click on your school, select “other” if your school is not listed.
h. Username: should be entered in the following format: first initial of first name + last name.  Example:  jdoe.  The system will prompt you to add a number to the end if there is a duplicate.  
i. Password:  Create your own with a minimum of 6 alphanumeric characters. 
j. When you are completed, click on [image: image2.png]SAVE



 in the upper right hand corner. 
Mandatory Modules that will AUTOMATICALLY load

The following ANNUAL mandatory modules will load on your profile by 6am the next morning after you create your profile: All students need to complete the first 3 modules listed, others as noted below:
a. Compliance Code of Conduct
b. Student Training Module

c. Student Acknowledgement & Confidentiality Agreement
d. Sure Step Flexx Glucose Learning Module – Point of Care Testing (Nursing only)
e. Nursing Instructor, RN and PN students
i. Cerner Millennium Student Nursing - Part 1

ii. Cerner Millennium Student Nursing - Part 2

iii. Cerner Millennium Student Nursing - Part 3
f.  Ancillary Health students (Including, but not limited to: Chaplain, Music Therapist, Pharmacy, PT, OT, SP, Respiratory Therapist)
i. Cerner Millennium – Ancillary Student
g. Colorado Students DO NOT need to complete Radiation Safety Module scheduled in Phoenix Arizona,-Just ignore the course
Mandatory Module that YOU need to ADD
The following ONE TIME ONLY (good for entire school course until graduation) mandatory modules will need to be added by nursing students:
a. All nursing students who haven’t had previous hands on Cerner Training:
 “2010 Enhancement for Navigation”
b. OB Nursing Instructor and RN students (only if you are attending clinical at a BH facility using the Peri-Birth/IPRob Electronic Medical Records (EMR) for an Obsetrics Clinical Experience.)
ii. Intelligent Patient Record for Obstetrics (IPRob)-Nursing Student and Instructor 
How to add modules to your Banner Learning Center

1. Login to the BLC.
2. Click on [image: image3.png]Search




3. Course Type:  Select Online
4. Search Text:  Type in “2010 Enhancement” OR “Peri-birth” depending on what is needed
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6. A list of modules will appear.  Click on  [image: image5.png]


  next to the module you need to add.
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7. On the next screen click [image: image7.png]ENROLL



 to add this to your list of modules.  You will receive a confirmation e-mail.
8. Follow steps 2-7 to add additional modules.

3. You must read each slide before taking the test or exiting the module. The BLC will not give you credit unless all areas of the module have a check mark next to them. Example:
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4. After completion of the module, click either the Submit or Exit buttons in the upper right hand corner. 

5. Your completed modules will now be listed on your Transcript.
